of the Phystech.International Olympiad
for school students in the 2024/2025
academic year

1. Stages and dates of the Olympiad

1.1. The Olympiad in each subject is held in
absentia with the use of remote technologies
of the MIPT proctoring system.

1.2. The Olympiad is held in four tours: in
Mathematics - September 28 and October 5,
2024, in Physics - September 29 and October
6, 2024. Each round of the Olympiad is held in
two time periods: from 10-00 to 14-00 and
from 14-00 to 18-00 Moscow time.

1.3. Dates of certain tours may be subject to
change. Up-to-date information is published
on the website of the Olympiad and the
websites of the respective tours.

1.4. Winners and prize-winners of the final
stage of the Phystech.International Olympiad
for school students, of the last academic year
in the relevant subject are allowed to
participate in the Olympiad in the subject,
continuing the mastering of general
educational programs of basic general and
secondary general education, as well as in the
form of family education or self-education.

In this case,
the maximum performance and stability of the
video recording during the exam will be
ensured.

2.5. It is also highly recommended to disable
unnecessary software, ad blockers and other
extensions before the exam in order to avoid
conflicts.

3.Registration for the Olympiad

3.1.To participate in the Olympiad,
registration of a participant is required.
Registration of a participant is confirmed by a
fully completed application form on the
Olympiad website
https://phystech.international/

(hereinafter — “the website”). Participants of
the Olympiad who do not speak Russian are
allowed to fill out the questionnaire in a
foreign language.

3.2. Registration deadlines for the Olympiad
may be extended. Relevant information is
published on the website of the Olympiad.

3.3. When registering on the Olympiad
website, participants give consent to the
collection, storage, use, distribution (transfer)
and publication of their own personal data, as
well as the Olympiad work, including on the
Internet by filling out the appropriate

4. Launching and hosting the Olympiad

4.1.The start time of the Olympiad is published
on the Olympiad website.

4.2. The starting time of the Olympiad on the
website is indicated in local time.

4.3. Late participants may not be admitted to
the Olympiad. The corresponding decision is
made by the organizer.

4.4. After the start of the Olympiad, the
participant must present an identification
document. The document is shown on the
camera for 30 seconds so that the area
containing information about the participant
(photo and full name) is exactly in the frame
area and is clearly visible. If a participant fails
to complete this procedure, he may be
disqualified based on the results of the
Olympiad.

4.5. The use of any electronic devices, cheat
sheets and other auxiliary materials, including
the second monitor (physical and virtual), is
prohibited at the Olympiad. The presence of
any electronic devices (even in the off state),
cheat sheets and other auxiliary materials is
equated to their use. In the case of using
remote technologies, the use of special
electronic devices is permitted with the
permission and under the responsibility of the
Olympiad organizer.

4.6. It is prohibited to talk during the
Olympiad. The presence of any unauthorized
persons in the Olympiad writing room is

4.7.3. the exit of the participant during the
writing of the work is allowed only once with
the permission of the proctor, not earlier than
1 hour after the start of the Olympiad and not
later than 1 hour before the end of the
Olympiad

The exit is recorded by video surveillance of
the proctoring system; no separate permission
is required for its implementation. If it is
necessary to make additional exits, the
participant must, no later than 3 days before
the Olympiad, provide the appropriate
medical document through the technical
support chat in Telegram
https://t.me/mipt proct or by emalil
international @phystech.edu;

Information about the deadlines for filing
appeals is brought to the attention of the
participants by publishing on the Olympiad
website.

5.2. If a certain participant has some technical
problems when filing an appeal, the deadline
for filing an appeal may be extended until the
problem is resolved.

5.3. When considering an appeal, the
assessment of the work can be increased, left
unchanged or lowered if errors are found that
were not noticed during the initial check.

5.4. The decision on the appeal is final and not
subject to review.
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
